RED BANK, NJ, September 23, 2008 – Visiting Nurse Association of Central Jersey 
(VNACJ) will offer flu and pneumonia immunizations at various locations throughout 
Monmouth and Middlesex Counties between October 3, 2008 and November 16, 2008. 
 
The cost will be $25.00 for a flu shot and $40.00 for a pneumonia vaccination.  Seniors 
will have the option to present their Medicare Part B card as their primary insurance.  
Medicare HMOs will not be accepted.  Individuals covered by Medicare HMOs should 
contact their HMOs for information on flu shot providers. 
 
Flu shots are particularly important for high-risk individuals, as well as those who 
provide care for high-risk individuals, including: 
 

• All persons 18 or older with chronic diseases 
• All persons over the age of 50 
• Pregnant women 
• Healthcare personnel who provide direct patient care 
• Household contacts and out-of-home caregivers of infants under the age of 6 

months 
 
All children aged 2 years-18 years who are diagnosed with chronic diseases and children 
aged 6 months-23 months are also designated as high-risk by the N.J. Department of 
Health.  VNACJ will not provide immunizations for any children under 18 at its public 
sites.  Children under 18 must obtain an appointment to be eligible for flu shots.  Call 
732-933-3989 to schedule an appointment or for more information.   
 
Deborah C. Bailey, R.N./Ph.D., and Manager of Community Heath Education and 
Wellness, says, “The VNACJ is committed to keeping the community well-informed 
about receiving the influenza immunization.  Our goal is to increase the number of 
individuals 60 years and older receiving influenza vaccinations by 60 percent.”
